Meditations on Meddling 
Why does Peter not speak up for Jesus and stand with   
Jesus? This is a reasonable question and one often 
preached upon. It troubles me, I wish it were different. 
What troubles me more is not that Peter is afraid, but how 
for generations, at least where I grew up, this text was 
used to shame anyone who was not ready to profess their 
faith in Jesus. This week letôs look closely at this deeply 
complex situation and not oversimplify, categorize, or de-
humanize anyone. We wonôt turn away from these painful 
texts or let them go; may we bring them honor by revealing 
their complexities and may compassion be revealed as we 
wonder for our own lives, how and when is the right time to 
meddle ï in someoneôs personal, professional, or political 
business? Is there such a thing as good meddling and how 
can we cultivate it? What can we learn about our own 
struggles to survive and thrive through this narrative?

Accepting Service 
Service is great, but are we willing to allow others 
to serve us? If we humble ourselves but wonôt allow 
others to do the same, are we being humble?      
Jesus is not simply showing that heôs willing to 
make himself small, heôs showing that true service 
comes through willingness to be like one of the   
lowest. When Peter is pressed to accept Jesusô 
care of him, he still misses the point.  
 
This is the shift from Jesusô public ministry to his 
teaching of his Disciples. This is the first lesson: 
Humble yourself, accept service, then go and allow 
others to serve and be served.
